Freelance Workshop Facilitators (within school settings)
Living Streets is the national charity that stands up for pedestrians. There are opportunities for freelance workshop facilitators in the North East.

‘Step Up’ is our Big Lottery-funded campaign to get more young people walking more, on their school journeys. The Step Up ‘Campaign-in-a-Box’ toolkit supports young people of secondary school age to get their voices heard about the barriers to walking, on the streets around their schools. 

Campaign-in-a-Box includes a range of resources to run a short ‘campaign’ with a group (ideally between 6 and 10 young people) of secondary school students from a particular school, delivering the following outcomes:

· Identifying the issues (barriers to walking) on the streets around their school

· Deciding what the aim/s of their campaign will be

· Creating a ‘response’ to the issue for a particular audience (eg flyer, poster, or film for parents, other young people or decision-makers)
· Sharing what they do via a Step Up blog (take look at some existing blogs here: http://www.stepup.org.uk/content/meet_the_step_up_schools.php  )

· Planning and delivery of a presentation to local decision-makers.

Each group is eligible for up to £250 to spend on their campaign (eg for refreshments for their presentation event, printing costs etc). This funding will be transferred to the school on completion of a budgeting activity by the students.
We need one or more facilitators or organisations to work with a total of 13 schools in the region between now and next Easter. Campaigns within particular schools should start and finish within the same term. We are working to a budget of up to £375 (inclusive of VAT) per school for facilitation fees.
You should have:

· A respect for equality and non-discriminatory practice.

· A current (last 12 months) enhanced CRB disclosure.

· Willingness to sign up to our behaviour contract for working with young people.

· Public liability insurance (if not a member of school staff)
· Teaching and/or youth work qualifications and/or experience
· A track record of delivering similar project-based work with small groups.
· An entrepreneurial attitude and a network (large or small) of contacts in NE secondary schools (state or independent), PRUs and/or special schools. You will be booking your workshops in yourself, so ideally you’ll already know people who’d like you to work in their schools.
· The ability to work with a student-led ethos, while respecting the school setting you will be working in.
· The ability to meet deadlines and achieve set outcomes, while keeping it fun for the participants.
· The ability to relate well with school staff and local council officers, as well as with young people!

· Sympathy towards the broad objectives of Living Streets: ‘safe, attractive, enjoyable streets, where people want to walk’, and the ability to represent them well.
· Basic IT skills : transferring digital photos to computers, emailing etc

You may have:

· A particular creative specialism (e.g. filmmaking) which will be part of the workshops you deliver (this is not mandatory).
We will:

· Brief you thoroughly (unfortunately they can’t pay you for your briefing time, but they will travel to you if necessary)
· Help with booking schools.
· Support delivery (e.g. help with booking guests for your student-led presentations)
· Supply materials and equipment, including cameras, camcorders, batteries, tapes etc.
Details

You can timetable the sessions you will be running yourself, in conjunction with the schools. Freelance have delivered Campaign-in-a-Box in whole ‘off curriculum’ days, and through lunchtime sessions.

However you decide to work, the fee in total per school will be £375, inclusive of travel costs and VAT.  A 50% interim payment will be made on receipt of invoice, after written confirmation of bookings by schools, with the remaining half of the fee payable after the last session at each school (the presentation event).

They also require schools to provide a member of staff to be in attendance throughout any workshops led by our freelance facilitators, so you won’t have sole charge of young people at any time, and shouldn’t be responsible for behaviour management nor pastoral care.
They already worked in several schools across the North East. This work is to cover any schools not already included on our ‘blog’ pages. 
To apply:

Send a CV and referees’ contact details, plus a covering letter (one side of A4 max), detailing the school/s you plan to work in (or how you’d go about booking them, and any geographical preferences, if you have no particular schools in mind) and how you’d schedule your time there. School staff are very welcome to apply to facilitate the programme in a school where they already work. If commissioned you will need to provide a copy of your CRB disclosure and evidence of your insurance.
