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PoSBO Awards 2011
The Truth About Youth PoSBO stands for ‘Positive Social Behaviour Order’. This award is presented to young people to celebrate their achievements through the positive activities they are involved in and for the positive contributions that they make to society. 
The idea for PoSBO awards was developed by Yorkshire Housing in order to demonstrate that young people are good people and not to label them all as anti social, providing a balanced view away from the ASBO image of young people.
The Truth About Youth - North East project is delivered by the Regional Youth Work Unit in partnership with the Co-Operative Foundation as part of their Inspiring Young People campaign. The project aims to challenge and change the negative stereotypes held about young people in the media and society. 

There are five PoSBO Award categories that young people can be nominated for, and each category will have one overall winner and two runners up. The Award categories have been developed by young people from the Truth About Youth programme, who will also be involved in the shortlisting and selection process. 
The five award categories are:

Group Award for Most Creative and Unique Project
This category is for a group of young people who have designed or developed a project or idea that is creative and unique. Evidence can be provided to support application. 
Group Award for Dedication
This category is for a group of young people that are dedicated to a project, course, campaign or activity. This group must show outstanding commitment and evidence can be provided to support application. 
Group Award for Best Community Contribution
This category is for a group which has made a noticeable difference to the community. This could be in a number of ways for example: fundraising, litter picks, gardening etc. Evidence can be provided to support application.   
Group Award for Outstanding Achievement 
This category is for a group of young people that have achieved something outstanding within a school, project or team. Please tell us why this achievement is so important to the group. Evidence can be provided to support application. 
Individual Award for Inspiring Others
This category is for a young person that has or is currently inspiring others to change their negative perceptions and stereotypes of young people.  Evidence can be provided to support this award. 

In order to be eligible for a PoSBO the young person(s) must:
· Be aged 11 – 25

· Live in the North East
· And be nominated by someone that knows them, such as another young person, a youth worker, a teacher, a member of the community etc.
Submission deadline for nomination forms is Friday 19th November 2011. The shortlisted candidates will be announced the week commencing 28th November 2011. All shortlisted applicants will be invited to the PoSBO Award Ceremony on 15th December 2011 at the Centre for Life Conference & Banqueting suite, Newcastle. 
Each short-listed candidate will receive a PoSBO certificate on the night and all winners will receive a trophy, a certificate and a prize.
